G​REEK​ ​MANUSCRIPTS​ ​AROUND​ ​THE​ 3-4​TH​ ​CENTURY​ ​IN​ ​AN​ ​ATTEMPT​ ​TO​ ​COMPLETE​ ​THE​ ​BOOK​ (​ENDING​ ​THE​ ​GOSPEL​ @ ​VS​8 
SEEMS​ ​RATHER​ ​ABRUPT​). T​HESE​ ​VERSES​ ​ARE​ ​INCLUDED​ ​MOST​ ​MODERN​ ​TRANSLATIONS​ (​WITH​ ​A​ ​NOTATION​) ​BECAUSE​ ​THIS 
EVIDENCE​ ​IS​ ​NOT​ 100% ​CONCLUSIVE​. B​UT​, ​THIS​ ​ADVICE​ ​FROM​ J​OHN​ M​AC​A​RTHUR​’​S​ ​COMMENTARY​ ​IS​ ​WISE​: ​“​VS​9-20 
SHOULD​ ​ALWAYS​ ​BE​ ​COMPARED​ ​WITH​ ​THE​ ​REST​ ​OF​ ​SCRIPTURE​, ​AND​ NO ​DOCTRINES​ ​SHOULD​ ​BE​ ​FORMULATED​ ​BASED​ ​SOLELY 
ON​ ​THESE​ ​VERSES​.”
